This course is designed to deliver information to second year medical students in which is an introduction to anatomy of head & neck ofhuman body. This course includes lectures and laboratory experiences in the study of the auditory and visual systems, it will provide foundational knowledge for students destined to undertake advanced studies in anatomy and physiology, and will develop analytical laboratory skills.

1. Identify and describe the bones of the skull(fissures and foramina) & neck (cervical vertebrae).

4. Describe the structure and function of the structures of the posterior triangle of neck and clinical anatomy.
5. Describe the structure and function of the root of neck with lymph nodes of head & neck.
6. Explain the muscles,functions,blood vessels & nerves of neck and clinical anatomy.
7. Describe the structure and function of the scalp,face,parotid gland and clinical anatomy.
8. Identify and describe the major structures of the temporal & infra temporal fossa.
9. Discuss the muscle of mastication, function and nerve supply.
10. Describe the structure and function of the temporomandibular joint and clinical anatomy.
